Classification, squading and cashiering will be using the SOS 
Clays software.  Entry tickets will no longer be used.  Those 
presquadding will be able to proceed directly from classification 
to cashiering.  Squadding will be available throughout each day. . 
 
A meeting to elect the ATA delegate and alternates will be held on 
Sunday following the doubles.  
 
Those shooters selecting targets only to avoid penalty yardage 
will not be eligible for trophies or added money. 
 
The management reserves the right to refuse any entry, change 
the program or adjust the traps at any time, as needed. 
 
Payoff for Friday’s Events will be on Saturday following the first 
100 and Saturday’s event will be on Sunday following the dou-
bles.  Pay-off for Sunday’s events will be by check.

It is the shooter’s responsibility to check his or her scores on the 
score sheets as well as the scoreboard.  Once purses and 
options are figured, they will not be changed for scoreboard 
errors.  Scores will be corrected for reporting purposes.

To avoid penalty classification, shooters must have at least 800 
singles, 500 handicap and 400 doubles for 2023 and 2022 
combined. Those not meeting these requirements may not shoot 
in less than:

 Handicap (see below) 
 
Adult male, Junior Gold, Sub-Veteran and Veteran shooters not 
meeting target requirements will be assigned 2 yards over their 
normal yardage, subject to a 23-yard minimum and a 25-yard 
maximum.  Ladies (I & II), Juniors and Sub-Juniors will follow 
the same rules except the minimum penalty yardage will be 21 
yards.  There will be no penalty yardage assigned to shooters 
who are 70 years or older.  Any shooter may elect to shoot for 
targets only and be exempted from penalty yardage.  However, 
said shooter will not be allowed to play purses or options and 
forfeits all rights to added money and trophies by doing so.
